Minutes

September 11, 2007


Earl Messick called the meeting to order at 10:05 on September 11, 2007 at Tobacco Valley Senior Citizens, Inc. in Eureka.  Truman offered an opening prayer followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Valorie will be voting for Dedi, Lila will be voting for Gene Rowland and Ken Hays will be voting for Earl Messick.

· Karen read the minutes from the June 11, 2007 meeting and the Treasurer’s report showing a current balance of $8.00.  Earl noted a correction to the minutes pointing out that the Libby Senior Center received the Harvest Foundation grant.  Ken moved to accept the minutes as corrected.  Lila seconded the motion which was unanimously approved.

· Representatives from the Tobacco Valley Senior Center asked for a slot on the agenda to thank both the Troy and Libby Senior Centers for information they provided regarding the construction of their new facility in Eureka.

· It was also pointed out the the phrase “one nation under god” does not have a pause in the phrase.

· Several members offered advice to the Eureka group concerning their new building. · Earl read an e-mail from Duane about the availability of $20,000 for the repair and/or remodel of qualifying senior centers.

· Viv went over her check list of items required for the group picnic being held at Libby Dam on Saturday, September 15.  All seniors are invited to attend.  Libby and Eureka Senior Centers each will provide a different meat to grill and attendees are asked to bring a covered dish to share.

· Karen updated the group on recent changes to the Lincoln County Transportation Service.

· The LCCOA attendees, without exception, wished to formally thank Marianne Roose for her continuing support and good work.  Thanks, Marianne!  You have made our county a better place for all seniors.

· Ron presented a short update on the Kootenai Senior Citizens in Troy.  He noted that they now have a full board in place and advised of the various activities taking place there.

· Karen updated the group on the status of the current Alzheimer’s Demonstration Grant which has proven to be an invaluable asset to several families in the county.

· Viv suggested that a conference call might be a possibility for the December meeting rather than traveling from Eureka to Libby on winter roads.  Earl noted that we might have to amend our bylaws to provide for this condition.
