· Minutes from the February 9 meeting were reviewed.  Luana moved to approve the minutes as presented.  George seconded the motion which was unanimously approved.

· Warren gave the Treasurer’s report which showed balances of $44.39 in the savings account, $42.12 in the rental checking account and $0 in the operating checking account.  Warren advised that expenditures and receipts are in line with budget estimates made at the beginning of the fiscal year.  Warren also advised that tax reports have been submitted.  Karen moved to approve the report as presented.  Chuck seconded the motion which was unanimously approved.

· Warren reported that a repairman was required twice in the last month for work on the elevator.  The facility boiler also underwent repairs this month.  All five of the apartments are now rented.

· Ron advised that commodities would be delivered April 10 for distribution on April 16.  Handling the commodity program is yielding the Center between $80 and $100 per month.

· Bylaws were reviewed and changes suggested.  The changes will be ready for review at the April meeting.  

· The old center building is now undergoing repairs and has been rented.

· Ron advised that he is in discussions with the Department of Commerce and will decide whether we will install tenant storage units in the basement or commit funds for elevator maintenance costs.
