Board Meeting

November 9, 2010

A regular meeting of the Kootenai Senior Citizens Inc. board was called to order by President Ron Higgins at 1:15 p.m. on November 9, 2010.  The following board members were present:  Ron Higgins, President; Larry Cummings, Vice President; Warren Robbe, Treasurer; Nancy Trotter Higgins, Secretary; LeRoy Billadeau, Ray Bucci and George Graczik, Board Members.  A quorum was established.  

A motion was made by George Graczik and seconded by Larry Cummings to approve the minutes of the October meeting as presented.  Unanimous.

Warren presented the treasurer's report which showed a ($1,663.99) balance in the kitchen checking account, $2,360.54 in the rental account and $5,764.67 in the savings account.  A motion was made by Ray Bucci and seconded by Larry Cummings to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented.  Unanimous.  Budget revenues and expenditures were reviewed by board members.  .  

Ray reported on the county council and transportation meetings.  The next transportation meeting is November 17th.  

There are four apartments rented.


Ron spoke to Clerk and Recorder Tammy Lauer regarding the loan from the county.  The total was $19,000, $17,963 was disbursed with $1,037 remaining.  Ron will get a warrant for this amount.


Ron reported on the building insurance.  He received a quote from Kevin Peck from Philadelphia Insurance Company.  It would be a savings of $2,602.00.  We could be charged a penalty for changing coverage.  The new company has several different payment options from which to choose.  Board members thought that changing companies would be a good idea.  Ron will follow up on this.


The board discussed problems with the rental.  The renter is way behind on payments.  She is sending $1,000 in order to try to keep up and hopes to receive help from public assistance.

Mike reported that Tim may have a renter for the old senior citizens center.

Ron, Nancy and LeRoy are up for election in January.  Ron will contact Bill Williams regarding heading up the nominating committee.
