Board Meeting

January 14, 2008

President Ron Higgins called the regular meeting to order to 1:05 p.m. on January 14, 2008.  The following board members were present:  Ron Higgins, President; Warren Robbe, Treasurer; Nancy Trotter Sutton, Secretary; and Ray Bucci and LeRoy Billadeau, Board Members.  A quorum was established.


The minutes of the December meeting were distributed.  A motion was made by Warren Robbe and seconded by LeRoy Billadeau to approve the minutes as presented.  Unanimous.


Warren gave the treasurer's report which showed a $507.15 balance in the rental checking account, $1,407.64 balance in the rental savings account and $950.09 balance in the other savings account.  A motion was made by Ray Bucci and seconded by Nancy Trotter Sutton to approve the treasurer’s report as presented.  Unanimous.  Warren reported that membership was down.  He will have a current list for the annual meeting.  


Ron reported that he received an e-mail this morning that a County Council meeting had been called for today at 10:00 a.m. to vote on approving a one mill levy for the county transportation fund.  Since he received the e-mail so late, he was unable to attend the meeting.  Warren discussed the latest transportation figures for riders over the age of 60.  He was concerned that the count was 156 for October, 57 for November and only 8 for December.  Ron will follow up on these numbers.  Ray stated that the prices had been raised.  A trip from Libby or Eureka to Kalispell costs $12.50 per person.  It costs $5.00 to ride from Troy to Libby then another $12.50 to travel to Kalispell.  


Ron informed the board that only one apartment is rented at this time.  There was discussion about the possibility of renting to the Department of Environmental Quality beginning in April.  Ron and Mike will fill out the necessary paperwork.


Warren received a $31.17 refund from Fleet for cancellation of the fuel credit card.

Ron gave an update on the Alzheimer’s program.  The center was given an additional 150 hours to use until the end of June.  Karen was informed of the extra hours and the need to use them at the rate of about 22 hours per month.  Some of the matching funds have been received; however, there are still several individuals who owe.  Ron will follow up with Karen on these and whether additional bills need to be sent out.  

Warren has finalized the paperwork on the extension of the lease for the old senior citizen’s building.  


Nancy reported on updating the senior citizen’s webpage information.  


Based on information received from Bill Williams, Chairman of the Nominating Committee, a sample ballot for the upcoming election was distributed and discussed.  The board approved the ballot for elections at the annual meeting.


The board discussed whether the center wanted to join the Troy Chamber of Commerce.  Members felt it would be nice to join but didn’t feel that the center could afford the $25.00 membership fee.  


With no further business, a motion was made by Ray Bucci and seconded by LeRoy Billadeau to adjourn the meeting.  Unanimous.  The meeting was closed at 1:50 p.m.
