Board Meeting

December 13, 2010

A regular meeting of the Kootenai Senior Citizens Inc. board was called to order by President Ron Higgins at 1:00 p.m. on December 13, 2010. Warren presented the treasurer's report which showed a ($475.10) balance in the rental checking account, $8,838.72 in the checking account and $16,224.58 in the savings account.  The payment to the bank of approximately $15,100.00 is due in mid January.  Warren received an interest check for $1,941.00 from the Town of Troy.  A motion was made by Larry Cummings and seconded by Ray Bucci to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented.  Unanimous.  Budget revenues and expenditures were reviewed by board members.  .  

Ron requested a warrant from the Clerk and Recorder in the amount of $1,037 for the remainder of the loan.  We haven’t received it yet.  


Warren made the last insurance payment in November.  We should be receiving a cancellation notice around the 15th of December so that we can switch insurance companies.


The boiler was out again.  The repairman got it running on Monday.  The washer and dryer need to be replaced or repaired.  The parts and labor was estimated to cost $300.00 


All five apartments are rented.


The renter of the mobile home paid $1,000 toward the outstanding balance.  Warren made a copy of the contract for her in order to apply for assistance.


The old center is going to be rented after the first of the year.


Ray volunteered to have Darlene make up a sign for the annual meeting on January 20th.  


Ray reported on the county transportation meeting.  There will not be a meeting in December.
