Board Meeting

December 10, 2007

President Ron Higgins called the meeting to order to 1:00 p.m. on December 10, 2007.  The following board members were present:  Ron Higgins, President; Larry Cummings, Vice President; Warren Robbe, Treasurer; Nancy Trotter Sutton, Secretary; and George Graczik, Ray Bucci and LeRoy Billadeau, Board Members.  A quorum was established.


Tim DeLeo asked the board for an extension of his lease on the old building.  He will be able to recover his investment in the renovations of the building if the lease is extended.  He has three renters.  A motion was made by Larry Cummings and seconded by George Graczik to extend the lease for two years to January 31, 2010.  Unanimous.  Warren will prepare an extension of the lease and get signatures.  

Warren gave the Treasurer's report which showed a $1,837.64 balance in the rental checking account, $ 1,294.68 in the checking account and $6,970.52 in the kitchen checking account.  There should be sufficient funds to make the January payment.  Warren explained to the new board members that the center borrowed $114,000.00 for the original building.  This will be the sixth payment with four remaining.  

Board members discussed the Alzheimers and Respite Care programs.  The Alzheimers program had 422 hours available for use from July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008.  As of September, 425 hours were used.  The Respite program had $800 available in federal funds with a local match of $1,039.  To date the labor costs total $2,240.  Warren and Ron discussed the problem with Duane Lutke with the Western Montana Area VI Agency on Aging.  Duane has an additional 150 hours available from this region.  He explained that if we accept the extra hours, we need to spread them out over the remaining 7 months of the fiscal year.  The center also needs to bill the recipients of these programs for the match funds.  The board agreed to accept the extra hours with the conditions Duane outlined.  Ron will let Karen Turner know that there are extra hours available for the remainder of the fiscal year and the restrictions for using them. 

Warren reported that the center has 275 Homemaker hours and has used 102 hours so far this fiscal year. 

The County Council meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, December 12th, at 1:00 p.m.  Duane wants to meet with any board members from Troy at 11:00 a.m. to discuss the transportation funds.

Officer elections will be held at the annual meeting in January.  All board members stated that they would be willing to continue in their respective positions.  Nominations from the floor will also be accepted.


Ron reported that he is working with people in Helena to close out the HOME grant.  He also reported that the commodities program was running smoothly.  Troy has 66 rations to distribute. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Larry Cummings and seconded by George Graczik to adjourn the meeting.  Unanimous.  The meeting was closed at 2:10 p.m.
