Board Meeting

March 10, 2008


A regular meeting of the Kootenai Senior Citizens Inc. board was called to order by President Ron Higgins at 1:05 p.m. on March 10, 2008.  The following board members were present:  Ron Higgins, President; Larry Cummings, Vice President; Warren Robbe, Treasurer; Nancy Trotter Sutton, Secretary; George Graczik and Ray Bucci, Board Members.  A quorum was established.  Also in attendance was Dwayne Lutke.

A motion was made by George Graczik and seconded by Larry Cummings to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as presented.  Unanimous.

Warren gave the Treasurer's report which showed a $1,408.81 balance in the rental account, $ 385.56 in the checking account and $1,268.19 in the savings account.  Expenses are up with income down.  A motion was made by Ray Bucci and seconded by Larry Cummings to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented.  Unanimous.


Board members discussed transportation.  If the center schedules the use of the bus they would pay the costs and count the riders.  If a person is picked up at the center or dropped off at the center then they should be counted in the center’s count.  


Dwayne discussed the programs offered at the center.  Karen may not be able to continue managing the Respite Care program due to health issues.  He encouraged the board to continue with the program.  The center gets $15 per unit (hour) for the program.  It is a cost share program so individuals are expected to pay according to economic ability.  Dwayne reminded the board that there are funds available for kitchen equipment and year two of funds for center remodel.  This is a 50-50 split dollar for dollar.

Board members discussed renting two apartments to DEQ from May thru September, 2008.  A rental agreement was discussed.  The rent was set at $500 per month with a $300 deposit.  The center will cover the power, water, sewer and garbage.  DEQ will cover any other expenses such as phone and cable.  The rental agreement will include the cost of cleaning every three weeks between clients.  The center will charge DEQ $65 per cleaning.  The cleaning will include laundering the bedding, cleaning the refrigerator, bathes and vacuuming.  Any additional charges for carpet cleaning or broken items will be the responsibility of DEQ.  


With no further business, a motion was made by Larry Cummings and seconded by George Graczik to adjourn the meeting.  Unanimous.  The meeting was closed at 2:15 p.m.
